BOOK TALK IDEAS
Listed below are some possible ideas for book talks.  Feel free to use one of them for your presentation, OR adapt it slightly to your liking, OR come up with your own (teacher approval) – the choice is yours!  

*Whatever idea you choose, be sure to design it so that it includes all of the necessary requirements (See rubric for guidance).

1) Create a diary entry in the voice of a character

2) Host a talk show – you and other students will fill the roles of host, author, and characters (You must write the dialogue for every part – it is, after all, your presentation)

3) State of the Union – You are the President of the US.  You want to recommend a book to the nation.

4) Movie trailer – Imagine your book is being turned into a movie.  Write a movie trailer for your book and “sell it” to the audience.  Check out some real movie trailers on TV for inspiration.

5) Eulogy – Deliver a eulogy for one of the characters in your book

6) Acceptance Speech – Imagine you are a character from your book who has won an award.  Decide on an appropriate award that fits your character and deliver an acceptance speech.

7) IM Conversation – Write out an IM conversation between two characters in your book.  The content of your conversation and the “voice” of the characters should be consistent with the book. 
8) Song, rap, music video…be creative!

*Your book talk must be creative and entertaining, but also informative.  You must demonstrate thorough knowledge of your book’s plot, characters, and themes.
