Classroom Procedures and Policies

Materials:

Bring to class a notebook for chemistry, with the previous days’ notes every day.  Also, bring a pen and pencil, a copy of the Chemistry Reference Tables, and a calculator.  Each student must have a laboratory notebook (marble notebook) which will be kept in the classroom.

Laboratory policy:

In order to be admitted to the Regents examination at the end of the year, each student must complete all of the laboratory requirements of the course.  All laboratory reports must be completed according to the direction given.  Late lab reports will be subject to the following rules:

1. First day is a "grace" day. (No penalty)

2. 20 points deducted for the following day.

3. A grade of 65 will be given for successful completion beyond the second day.

4. Any lab report not submitted by the end of the marking period will be averaged in as a zero. 

Grade Calculations:

For each marking period, grades will be calculated from tests, homework, class work, laboratory reports, and quizzes.

Test and Quiz Average: 70%

Laboratory Reports: 20%

Homework and Class work: 10 %
