1. Oskar visits a Mr. and Mrs. Black who keep “museums” of one another in their home.  If you were to create a museum of yourself, what would you include?  You must list at least 20 items and each item must be different.  For example, you can’t list 20 different albums, books, movies, photographs, etc.  A photo album counts as one item, as does a movie or music collection, wardrobe, etc.  So you might have to think beyond the obvious to come up with twenty things.
Also, each item must have a brief “caption” that expresses the importance of the item to you.  For example, if one of your items is a photo album, you might direct museum visitors to “the group family photo of your loved ones on p. 15,” or the caption for your wardrobe might mention your “passion for fashion” or your “favorite pair of shoes.”  Sports memorabilia counts as one item, but your caption can emphasize one or two (or even more) specific items and their significance.
