Hamlet Act V, Scene I
Two grave diggers are digging a grave and arguing over whether its future occupant deserves a Christian burial.  
Hamlet and Horatio watch the men excavating skulls and Hamlet wonders what occupations the people belonging to these bones held when they were alive.  
Hamlet approaches the grave diggers and many puns are exchanged about “lying” in a grave.
The skull of Yorick (jester to the king many years ago when Hamlet was a child) is revealed.  Hamlet laments what has become of him, and then muses about how death is the “great equalizer”—great men end up the same as paupers.  

The funeral procession enters and Hamlet realizes that the grave is for Ophelia. 
Laertes jumps in her grave to say goodbye, and Hamlet jumps in as well—claiming to have loved her more than “forty thousand” brothers.  
They fight and are separated.  
Hamlet storms off, the queen comments that he’s mad, and the king reminds Laertes of their plan for Laertes to have his revenge.

Scene II
Hamlet explains to Horatio how he discovered the king’s plot to have him executed.  He replaced the letter to the king of England with a forgery, asking to have Rosencrantz and Guildenstern executed instead.

Osric, a courtier, comes in and tells Hamlet of the king’s desire for him to fence with Laertes.  The king has wagered that Hamlet will win.  Although Hamlet has some misgivings about the situation, he tells Horatio that he is prepared for death because it is an inevitable fact of life. (However, no one is supposed to die during a fencing match).
Hamlet apologizes to Laertes and says that his “madness” killed Polonius, not Hamlet himself.  Laertes says he will not forgive him until he has been advised to do so.  They begin the duel, Hamlet wins a point, and the king offers him a congratulatory (poisoned) drink.  Hamlet declines and the queen drinks from the cup instead.  

Laertes hits Hamlet and draws blood.  They get into a skirmish, end up switching swords, and Hamlet then wounds Laertes with the poisoned sword.  

The queen falls, realizes she has been poisoned, and dies.  Laertes tells Hamlet that they’re dying from poisoned wounds and that the king is responsible.  Hamlet stabs Claudius with the poisoned sword and makes him drink the rest of the poison.  The king dies.
Laertes and Hamlet make peace, and Laertes dies.

Hamlet urges Horatio to live and tell the story of what has transpired.  He then says that young Fortinbras should be made king of Denamark, and then he dies.

Fortinbras marches in with representatives from England.  Horatio says he will set the record straight and tell everyone the story of what has transpired.  Fortinbras orders Hamlet to be carried away like a soldier.
