Do know

1. Spirit thermometer (Adie 11) was placed in a tin cylinder 2.5 inches diameter
2. This cylinder had a longitudinal opening so thermometer could be read

3. The small cylinder was kept in another of the same material

4. It was painted white

5. It was 7 inches in diameter

6. A conical projecting roof

7. A flat bottom

8. Numerous small openings in top and bottom

9. Door like a common tin lantern

10. Fixed to stake placed in the ice 90 feet eastward from ship, with door facing north

11. The holes are to allow easy access of air

Don’t know
1. Height of outer cylinder
2. Height of inner cylinder

3. Pitch of conical top (my guess is 30 degrees)

4. Overhang of top

5. Gauge of metal

6. Size of door

7. Diameter of holes

8. How thermometer was attached inside small cylinder – placed suggests not at all

9. How inner cylinder was attached to outer cylinder – kept suggests no fixed attachment
