Laboratory Activity: Completion of the New York State Required Lab Hours is mandatory in order the sit for the Living Environment Regents examination given at the end of the school year (June 2014). After completion of the lab activity, due date for the lab report will be given. Lab reports are due at the beginning of the period. Late and/or incomplete reports will be penalized. If lab hour requirements are not met, a letter will be sent home barring the student from the Regents exam. Students with excused absences will be allowed to make up lab work after school during extra help sessions. Lab must be made up with 1 week of the excused absence. 
Test and Quizzes: Tests and quizzes will usually be announced in advanced. They can consist of a variety of different types of questions from various sources, lecture notes, homework, class assignments, and readings. If you are absent, please discuss making up the missed test/ quiz with the teacher as soon as possible. 
Homework policy: In order the keep up with the course and achieve the highest level of mastery the student in capable of, you are recommended to review notes and materials daily. Homework will be assigned on a regular basis including test and quiz preparation. Incomplete and or late homework will be penalized.
