· Mohenjo-Daro
Ancient city located along the Indus River discovered in the 1920’s.  Well planned city laid out in a grid like pattern, homes had indoor plumbing and underground sewers.
· Harappa 
sister city to Mohenjo-Daro, located 400 miles away to the north
· Monsoon 

strong winds which bring the rain to the Indus River Valley.  The monsoons were not predictable and the flooding of the river did not occur regularly like in Egypt.
· Subcontinent          bottom part of continent of Asia which extends into the Indian Ocean.
· Peninsula
an area of land which is surrounded by water on three sides.
· Silt 

fertile soil located along the banks of the Indus River, caused by the annual flooding of the rivers.
· Sanskrit 
ancient language of the Indus people, historians have not been able to decode (read) the language
· Himalayan Mountains 
rugged mountain range located in northern India.  Provide protection from invaders and isolates the Indian peninsula.
· Hindu Kush Mountains 
rugged mountain range located in northern India.  Provide protection from invaders and isolates the Indian peninsula.
