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Plateau

A large, flat area that rises above the surrounding land; at least one side has a steep slope.

Bay

A part of a sea or ocean that extends into land.

Cataract (Waterfall)

A large waterfall or any strong flood or rush of water.

Delta

A triangular-shaped plain at the mouth of a river, formed when sediment is deposited by flowing water.

Island

An area of land completely surrounded by water.

Pangaea

The name of a huge super continent that scientists believe split apart about 200 million years ago, forming different continents.

Plateau

A large, flat area that rises above the surrounding land; at least one side has a steep slope.

Plains

A large area of flat or gently rolling land.

Volcano

An opening in the earth’s surface through which molten rock, ashes, and gasses from the Earth’s interior escape.

Mountain

An area that rises steeply at least 2,000 feet above sea level; usually wide at the bottom and rising to a narrow peak or ridge.

Strait

A narrow stretch of water that connects two larger bodies of water.

Peninsula

An area of land completely surrounded by water on three (3) and connected to the mainland by an isthmus. Italy and Florida are Peninsulas.

Archipelago

A chain of islands

Desert

A large, arid (dry) area of land which receives less than 10 inches of rain annually.

River

A freshwater body of water which flows from a higher elevation to a lower one.

Lake

A body of freshwater surrounded by land.

Ocean
An ocean is a large body of salt water.

Continent

A continent is a body of LAND.

Hemisphere
Means half of the globe.

The earth is divided into four hemispheres:

· Southern Hemisphere

· Northern Hemisphere

· Eastern Hemisphere

· Western Hemisphere

Equator
An imaginary line that divides the globe into the northern and southern hemispheres.

Prime Meridian

An imaginary line that divides the globe into the eastern and western hemispheres.
