NEW YORK STATE SCHOLARSHIPS FOR ACADEMIC EXCELLENCE

Pending the appropriation of State funds during the 2024 session of the New York State Legislature, 8,000 scholarships will be awarded this year by New York State.  Of the 8,000, 2,000 scholarships will have a value of $1,500 each and 6,000 scholarships will have a value of $500 each.  New York State determines how many scholarships will be allocated to each registered High school in the State.  Nominees are submitted by each high school in New York State.  The students themselves do not apply for these scholarships.   If they meet the necessary requirements and criteria, their names will be automatically submitted for consideration.

Eligibility requirements are as follows:

a.
Each scholarship winner must graduate from a NYS high school by the end of



the 2023-2024 school year.

b.
Each scholarship winner must be a legal resident of NYS for at least one year              

prior to September 30, 2023.

c.
Scholarship winners must be full-time matriculated students at an approved                                 
           New York State postsecondary institution by the Fall 2024 semester.  

Those who do not attend a COLLEGE or UNIVERSITY in New York State will FORFEIT the award.  (Awards cannot be used for trade schools.)

Selection criteria is as follows:


Commack High School selects its nominees by computing a weighted average of the


scores on Regents examinations taken by its students prior to their senior year, in all


of the following subjects:



English Language Arts



Algebra II


Global Studies




U.S. History/Government


And in two or more of the following four sciences:

Earth Science
Living Environment/Biology
  Chemistry

Physics

Note: For any student who took a Regents, the Regents score will be used. For students who were unable to take a Regents due to NYS Exemptions, the final course grade will be used.

In the case of a tie, the student’s GPA at the end of their junior year will be used to determine scholarship nominees.

Awards are renewable for up to four academic years of undergraduate study or five academic years, if the program of study normally requires five years, as defined by the Commissioner of Education.

In the event that a scholarship is declined by the student or revoked by the Commissioner of Education, its benefits will lapse and no re-awards will be made.
